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The Planning Commission found that there was in fact a mistake in the original land use
classification and moved to recommend to the Town Council that they tentatively approve the
classification change as recommended subject to approval by the Critical Area Commission.

Mr. Watson presented a proposed correction to the Critical Area Land Use classification. Mr.
Watson reviewed the history from acquisition of the property from initial construction thru
present day upgrade of the Waste Water Treatment Plant for the ENR. The report
demonstrated that the original land use at the time of inception of the original critical area
program in 1988 overlooked the already existing intensive useson approximately 4.55 acresof
this property.

(290-31 (E)(5). Also, the Town Council tabled the site plan ordinance that was recommended by
the Planning Commission. At this point the Town Council is trying to schedule a work session
with Mr. Jakubiak and Chairman LaBarto explain it to them. The work sessionwill be in April or
May.
